STEP | 02 	SIDE LADDER ASSEMBLY
 
2.1 Install Bayonets to Top Ladder Half: Find the Top Half of 
the Side Ladder and insert Bayonets as shown in FIG 3. Secure 
using (2ea) 1/4-20 x 0.75 Flanged Button Head Hex Drive 
Screws and Loctite.   
 
2.2 Attach Bottom Ladder Half: Find the Bottom Half of the 
Side Ladder and attach to protruding Bayonets using (2ea) 
1/4-20 x 0.75 Flanged Button Head Hex Drive Screws and 
Loctite as shown in FIG 4-6.

2.3 Attach Mounting Bracket: Take the Mount Plate and loosely 
attach to the bottom of the ladder using two (2) 3/8-16 X 1” 
Screws, 3/8 Flat Washers and 3/8-16 Nylock Nuts (FIG 7+8). 
 
NOTE - Leave this support bracket loose as you fit everything in 
place, or you’ll likely need to loosen it again.

3.1 Position Side Ladder: Seat the Mount Plate up to the Pinch 
Seam of your van (FIG 11) and position the Side Ladder into its 
mounting location along the Roof Rail (FIG 12).

3.2 Install to Roof Rail: Next, loosely bolt the Side Ladder to 
the mount slots on the side of your Low Pro or Safari Roof Rack 
using two (2ea) 3/8-16 x 1.25 Button Head Screws, 3/8” Flat 
Washers and 3/8” Nylon Locknuts (FIG 13+14).

3.3 Positioning and Alignment: Slide the Mount Plate up as tight 
to the Pinch Seam as you can and loosely bolt up to van in the 
locaiton shown in FIG 15. Make sure that your alignment is good 
and secure the ladder by tightening the fasters on the Support 
Arm.  
 
NOTE - We like the Ladder to be as close to the Rear Wheel Well 
Fender as possible, but regardless make sure that the Ladder is 
straight up and down before securing the Mount Plate.  
 
3.4 Fastening Mount Plate to Van: Using the Mount Plate as a 
guide, drill pilot holes for the all mounting holes along the pinch 
seam, then drive 1/4” Self Drilling Screws through them to 
secure it in place.
